Bumble Bees

It is not just honeybees that are endangered in the UK.
Bumble bees, those endearing fuzzy fat bees that
busily forage in your garden, are also under threat.
Bumble bees are essential to the health of the
countryside, providing pollination services to a wide
range of plants, both wild and cultivated.

There are 24 species of Bombus - the bumble bees - in Europe, and some have
already gone extinct in the UK. This is due to changes in agricultural practices,

the destruction of hedgerows and wildflower meadows. Bumblebees live in

small colonies, and make nests in unexpected places - under sheds, in banks, in
thick grass, and in compost heaps, which makes them rather vulnerable.

Bumble bees do not swarm, and although the female bees can sting, they are
seldom aggressive. If you @ like to find out more about Bumble bees, and help in
their conservation, the Bumble Bee conservation Trust, through the program
Beewatch, is asking interested people to look out for unusual bumble bees,
photograph them and send in the photo. This will enable them to build up a
picture of the distribution of our British bees. They supply a guide to the more
common species, so you can attempt an identification. The links below will tell

The Night Sky

In July the nights are still pretty short and it never really gets dark. However this
does not affect viewing of the planets and other bright objects.

Mercury - Apart from the first couple of days at the beginning of the month, the
planet will be visible in the dawn skies and getting brighter by the day.

Venus - Visible at dawn in the east, the planet is rapidly approaching the Sun.
Between the 12th and 20th Venus and Mercury will be within 7 degrees of each
other.

Mars - Still in Virgo in the south -west evening skies, the Red Planet is dimming
rapidly as it moves away from Earth.

Jupiter - Not visible this month as it disappears behind the Sun.

Saturn - Low down in the constellation of Libra, Saturn is still bright, but sets after
midnight.

Uranus - Rises near midnight, it sits in the constellation of Pisces.
Neptune - The planet is in Aquarius from midnight onwards

Doesndt everyone need their own

Imagine the conversation between two small boys playing with a toy fire

engine; O6my granddad has a fire engine,
the first 6no he doesndétd says the sec
case itds true; my grandsons do have a
engine.

First, a few details. The fire engine is 205 TTA, a Bedford J2, built in 1962

for Devon County Fire Brigade. It has a 3500cc 6 cylinder petrol engine

which needs a gallon of petrol about every ten miles to haul the 4 tonne

body along at a dizzy 40 mph. It also has a pump which can deliver 500

gallons (2250 litres) of water every minute and carries an array of other

equi pment, though nowhere near the quan
appliances. Like everything else, life was less complicated fifty years

ago.

205 TTAG6s path and mine first crossed t
teaching at Allhallows, an independent school on the Devon Dorset

border. The school occupied a 350 acre estate, including a small village,

and the former mansion and various newer buildings were term time

home to about 300 teenage boys and girls.

So remote was the location that Devon Fire Brigade were concerned at
the response time for local retained fire crews and suggested that the
school should have some first aid fire fighting capability. So it came to
pass that the school acquired 205 TTA as its estate fire appliance and
with guidance from the Fire Brigade, set about training staff and student
volunteers in its use. Yes, you read that correctly, Sixth Form students
were encouraged to volunteer for training. They needed very little
encouragement and being young and fit, took like ducks to water to
their added responsibilities. To them, the engine was Bertha Bedford.

Actually there was a precedent too; Gordonstoun School in Scotland

had been operating a student manned fire station for some years, but

as the first in England, the venture attracted much media attention. This

focused particularly on the Sixth Form girls who joined the crew. It has to

be remembered that at this time there were virtually no women fire

fighters anywhere in the country. Local and then national press were

followed by appearances on regional TV networks, culminating in a full

restoration befitting of its glamorous new role.

Allhallows closed in 1998 and 205 TTA
was sold at auction and

disappeared from the show circuit. In
2009 as the result of a casual
conversation while at Honiton Hill

Rally | visited a farm near Shapwick
and there in a barn under a thick

® layer of dust and bird droppings was
205 TTA. After negotiations lasting
several months a purchase price was

agreed and the fire engine
miraculously started and was driven
to Langford Buduville.

You cannot really keep a fire engine on your front drive and with a

wood framed body covered in aluminium panels an old fire engine

does not fare well if left out in all weathers. Fortunately Reg Hendy came
to my rescue and 205 TTA now resides in a barn among the Christmas
trees. Much work has been done on
the body and the mechanicals and
the fire engine is now back on the
show circuit, though as an old lady
she can be temperamental at times
and the eye watering consumption
of fuel at today
